The research discuss the relationship between the
goddess Hathor and one of the secondary deities, the
goddess #Anst, through the study of the symbols of the
goddess Hathor, which integrated in the iconographic
of the goddess Anst. The oldest depiction of the deity
dates back to the era of King Nectanebo I, on the
sarcophagus of Saft al-Henna. It was taken from
Hathor, the Hathor crown, and the shape of the cow and
the stick of the plow, this is due to the fact that Anst is
a local image of the goddess Hathor, and she was holy

in the territory of Sobed.
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
